® [Knowledge/Understanding] The basic academic skills necessary for learning after entering

our college through their studies up to high school and basic lifestyle habits.

@ [Thinking/Judgment] The basic skills (Thinking /Judgment/Expression) necessary to discover
and solve problems on their own.

® [Skill/Expression] The ability to express one's thoughts appropriately.

@ [Interest/Motivation]

@ The will to become a childcare provider and actively engages with and understands children.

@Interested in the situation surrounding children and childcare not only in Japan but also
overseas.
® [Humanity/Sociality]
@Understands the college's founding spirit of "education with love," and seek to support the
healthy growth of children with rich sensibility and deep affection.
@®Willingness to actively communicate with a diverse range of people and work together to

learn.

Childhood Education and Care Program (2 yeors)|

This is a course aiming to acquire a kindergarten teacher's license and/or nursery teacher
qualification in two years. Students will acquire a wide range of education and learn the
specialized knowledge necessary for childcare providers. Students will be able to
experience actual childcare by going to practical trainings. If a student decides or it is
decided that it will be difficult for them to obtain the qualifications in two years, they are
able to aim for a kindergarten teacher's license and/or nursery teacher qualification in
three years.

Global Childhood Education and Care Program (3 years)|

Students will proceed to an advanced course to acquire a nursery teacher qualification
and a Canadian Early Childhood Educator Assistant in the third year, in addition to a
kindergarten teacher's license.

Students will acquire a wide range of specialized knowledge, and Japanese language skills
necessary for childcare providers. We aim for students to become specialists with a broad
perspective who can play an active role not only in Japan but also in various countries.
Students will be able to experience actual childcare by going to practical trainings.

We support students who are financially disadvantaged despite their excellent character and high
motivation to learn. Part of the tuition fee will be covered depending on the selection process.

[Grant-type scholarship]
Scholarships for higher education for those with a solid awareness of your career path
and strong will to go on to higher education. Offers to secure the chance to go on to
university, college, etc., regardless of your family's financial situation. Our college is
certified as a support target school. There is also a "Reservation Recruitment System"
to apply for in the third year of high school, so please contact high school you are
enrolled in.

[Loan-type scholarships]
There are two types: “interest-free type |1” and “interest-bearing type 2”. Recipients
can also apply for a “special increased loan at the time of admission”.
Reservation before admission: There is a "reservation recruitment system" for applying
in the third year of high school and an application system after admission.
Selection method: Selection will be based on family circumstances such as the income
of the household supporter, grades during high school, interviews, etc.
Refund method: Determined at the time of graduation. The monthly repayment amount
and period differ depending on the loan amount.

< Hoikushi Study Fund Loan System

This is an interest-free loan system for students enrolled in nursery teacher training facilities.

If you continue to work as a nursery teacher at a designated facility such as a nursery school
in Tokyo for five years after graduation, you will be exempted from full refund. Please see
separate sheet for more information.
